PAST PROJECTS OF NORMAN SCOTT, EXPEDITIONS UNLIMITED, INC. AND GLOBAL EXPLORATIONS COMPANY, INC.

2012 
While waiting for the snow to melt at Lünersee we are working on a project at home in Florida.  It is a buried treasure at Fowler’s Bluff on the Suwannee river.  This expected to be a quickand easy recovery.

2010 – 2011
While waiting for the problems at Toplitzsee to be resolved we have started a new project at Lünersee on the other side of Austria.  Here we have no permit problems.  The target is buried gold from the concentration camp at Dachau. We should complete in the spring of 2012.
2009 – 2010
More problems with the permits and the land owner OBf.  We have an Austrian attorney working on the problem.

2008 – 2009
After years of hard work we have now gotten all of the permits required to do the work at Toplitzsee.  In late October 2008 we conducted at three day survey on the lake and using side scan sonar we have located many anomalies including the cave reported to contain some of the items we are looking for.

2001 – 2008
We have been doing the research and getting the permits for the Austrian Lakes Project.  The primary target in this project is Lake Toplitzsee, where at the end of World War II the Nazis dumped counterfeit money, secret papers, gold and diamonds so they could not taken by the allied troops.  Though many attempts have been made to recover this material, only a small amount has been brought up to date.

1999 – 2000
We work on a commercial venture on the Suwannee River locating and recovering historical “Heart Pine Logs”.  These logs dated from the turn of the century and were recovered under a permit from the State of Florida

1998
After a slow start, the company got the year moving by going to Weissensee Austria, in September to search for the gold buried by the SS at the end of World War II.  There were nine sites to check out and only one still has any promise.  We have positive gold reading on three different detectors.  We will return soon.

In October we went to Michigan to try to solve the mystery of what happened to Jimmy Hoffa.  The site proved to be larger than what we could cover in the short week we had allowed for this first recon.  We will be going back.

We ended the year with a quick trip to Arizona to talk to a man about a mine that maybe connected with the "Lost Dutchman" story.  We are making plans to work on this in the future.

1997
In January conducted preliminary survey at the site in Freckleben.  Using the Omni-Tron operated by Dr. Ken William from the University of Tennessee we have detected amber at the site.  With the GPL we have located tunnels that should lead to deep large cavities that the locals have told us about.  We will be returning.

In November conducted a site survey for a Canadian group in the Crimea at the city of Bakhchisarai.  Will return as soon as they get the permit for a full-scale search and excavation for the treasury of the last Khan who lived in the palace.

1996
In March went to Altenburg, Germany, with producer for CBS to check out the story of tunnels on an air base, which dates back to the First World War.  CBS produced a 20 min. film for the network called the "Searchers".

Used GPR to survey backyard of Dr. Murphy in Stuart, Florida and confirmed the existence of cavities that may contain pirate treasure.  Next step is to drill later this year and put down the fiber optic video.

Returned to Altenburg, Germany, in April accompanied by 21 people (investors and guests) and the film crew from CBS.  CBS was filming for the new program "The Searchers".  Uncovered three dry holes and located a fourth site with the GPL that shows a large cavity.  Unable to open on this trip due to time permit conflict

In June went back to Heimkehle to open up the train site found in 1992.  Took 125 people (investors and guests) with us for the grand opening.  Train turned out to a boiler and vats, which held several hundred artifacts, but no art works.

1995
Magnetometer survey for Maritime Explorations in Ecuador trying to locate the 1657 Capitana off Chanduy Reef.  Have located an ancient vessel.

In the fall returned to Germany to check out additional sites and to confirm other information on the train at Uftrungen.  Took 25 investors and their guests to see the site.  Could not dig on this trip as we were still waiting for the last permit.

1994
With new information we returned to the Four Corners area with Dr. Sanjar of Houston, Texas.  Using magnetometer and ground penetrating radar, located a cave that had been backfilled.  At a depth of 50 feet, the project was put on hold until the proper equipment could be brought in to insure the safety of the excavators.

Granted permit by Eugeny Sydorov, Minister of Culture for President Boris Yeltsen, to search in Russia for the Amber Room, the eighth wonder of the world, which has been missing since the end of World War II.   Have located bunker B3 in Kaliningrad, Russia which is reported to be the known hiding place.

1991 - 1993
Researched and obtained a permit to work in East Germany, (the old GDR). Started in Weimar and moved to Nordhausen, the birthplace of the V-1 and V-2 rockets, and finally to the town of Uftrungen where using the ground penetrating radar, we located a buried train in the Heimkehle caverns.

1992
Conducted full geophysical survey for Discovery II at 13,000 feet in the Llanganati Mountains of Ecuador in search of the treasure of Atahualpa, the last Inca king, using ground penetrating radar, magnetometer, infrared scanner, remote operated vehicle, and global positioning system.

1991
Hired to do magnetometer and ground penetrating radar survey in the Philippines in search of Yamashita’s gold buried during World War II.

Conducted a search for the 16 tons of Mexican gold buried in 1934 in the Four Corners area of New Mexico. Project was filmed and aired by NBC television, "Unsolved Mysteries".

1990
Engaged by Sheriff Pete Baldonado from Las Vegas, Nevada, to secure a permit to enter Ft. Bliss in El Paso, Texas, to excavate a site in the Organ Mountains.

Engaged by Venice, Florida Investment Group, Worldwide Explorations, Inc. (Exploraciones Mundiales, SA.) to secure permit from the Republic of Colombia to locate, identify and recover the San José, a Spanish galleon that was sunk in 1708 off the coast of Cartagena, Colombia.

1987 - 1990
Engaged by the Ova Noss Family Partnership, heirs to the late Milton E. Noss, to return to the classified White Sands Missile Range.  Became a registered lobbyist for the 101st U.S Congress.  Secured the permit from the Department of the Army and obtained an act of Congress signed by President Bush, for the purpose of excavating to the conclusion at Victorio Peak on White Sands Missile Range.

1984 - 1986
Worked in the commercial cable field for commercial television and fiber optic telephone cable laying underwater and underground for AT&T, US Sprint, Hinkles-McCoy, Burnup & Simms, etc. and scores of other national firms from coast to coast

1981 - 1983
Worked for the State of Florida, Department of Natural Resources on the removal of wrecks throughout the state.  All vessels (from 10 feet to 200 feet long) successfully salvaged for the state.

Petitioned and secured the permit from the Republic of Colombia to find and excavate the San José.  Our financier was killed in a Delta plane crash at the Dallas-Fort Worth airport.

1979
Return to the Bahamas for a third time under contract with the Ministry of Treasury.  Mission was aborted when our 136ft vessel the Privateer was forced to evacuate the site in the face of a hurricane.

Contracted by Exxon to do bathymetric and sub-bottom studies off the Guajira peninsula for the Republic of Colombia.  We worked for Exxon Oil through the F.R. Harris Engineering Company.  They worked on behalf of the National Oil Company of the Republic of Colombia, i.e. ECOPETROL The project was a success.  Our vessels and equipment worked in the Republic of Colombia for six months.

1979-1980
Dived for the SS Central America, off Cape Hatteras.  The vessel we located was not the SS Central America. We continued our research on the SS Central America. The location, which we selected as the prime target, was later confirmed by the Columbus America Group, which ultimately made the most successful maritime recovery in the history of the world. We sold our research on the location to this group before they made their tremendous discovery.

1977-1978
Returned to the Bahamas for the second time. Under contracted to the Ministry of Transportation excavating the Maravilla, a Spanish galleon off of West End, Grand Bahamas. Recovered silver coins and silver bars.  Successful division with the government.

1976
Issued license by the Department of the Army to investigate and conduct an expedition on the highly sensitive White Sands Missile Range, New Mexico -featured on CBS television, "60 Minutes" and literally thousands of newspaper articles around the world. High-tech equipment was used.  (Ground penetrating radar, infrared scanners and deep seeking nonferrous metal detectors.)

1971- 1975
Worked predominately on commercial salvage. Owned a diving and marine contracting company called Expeditions Unlimited, Inc. Contracted with Florida Power and Light, Burnup and Simms, etc.

1969- 1970
Nominated as the prime contractor for the Smithsonian Institution on their Tecumseh project - raised in excess of one million dollars for the project with sales to Life Magazine, Harcourt Brace Publishers, NBC Television and scores of U.S. industrial firms including, but not limited to U.S. Steel, Purex, General Motors, etc.

The project ultimately was not completed by virtue of breach by the Smithsonian Institute, which resulted in litigation.  A judgment was awarded in our favor and ultimately paid to us by the Smithsonian.

1967 – 1968
Contract with the Mexican Department of anthropology and History.  Worked with Dr. Ignacio Bernal, Director of the Institute of Anthropology and History, to work again at the cenote at Chichén Itzá.

Recovered over 4,000 artifacts of gold and jade.  Featured in Look Magazine, Book by Doubleday, CBS network television narrated by Charles Kuralt, BBC, London Daily Telegraph and literally hundreds of magazines around the world and scientific reports written by Dr. Piña Chan, Institute of Anthropology and History.  Twenty-six industrial firms collaborated with us on this: Purex, Amoco, Ford Motors, Johns-Manville to name a few.

1966
Six-month project with the Minister of Transportation - Bahamian Government, The Honorable Sir Stafford Sands - Minister of Finance.  There were six different wrecks in the Bahamas - silver coins, cannons, anchors and other valuable artifacts.  There was a successful division with the Government.

1965
Contract with the Martin County Historical Society, Stuart, Florida.  Worked to locate shipwrecks off the coast in their lease area with the State of Florida.  Unsuccessful attempt.

1964
Excavation on the Pedro Shoal off the coast of Jamaica in international waters.  The project was featured in Time, Life and Sports Illustrated publications.  Recovered numerous cannons and religious artifacts probably from the Genoves, a Spanish galleon.

1962-1963
Did numerous expeditions in the Caribbean, St. Thomas, and St. John.  All on a commercial basis - gained knowledge and fine-tuned technology that later would be invaluable.

1960- 1961
Research grant recipient - National Geographic Society.  Excavation of a cenote at Chichén Itzá in the Republic of Mexico.  Featured on two one-hour Specials on ABC and article in National Geographic, October, 1961, and numerous other national articles in 1961.  Worked with Dr. Milton Payne, then Vice President of National Geographic - later Chairman of the Board (Emeritus) (deceased).

1959
First expedition - Sunken City of Port Royal Jamaica.  Contracted with the Jamaican Government - received some national acclaim.  Contracted with former Prime Minister Bustamente.
